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HIGHLIGHTS OF REGULATIONS OF FYUGP

Credits of courses

The term ‘credit’ refers to the weightage given to a course, usually in terms of the
number of instructional hours per week assigned to it. The workload relating to a course
is measured in terms of credit hours. It determines the number of hours of instruction
required per week over the duration of a semester (minimum 15 weeks). ‘
a) One hour of teaching/ lecture or two hours of laboratory /practical work will be
assigned per class/interaction.
One credit for Theory = 15 Hours of Teaching i.e., 15 Credit Hours
One credit for Practical = 30 Hours of Practical work i.e., 30 Credit Hours

b) For credit determination, instruction is divided into three major components:
Hours (L) — Classroom Hours of one-hour duration.
Tutorials (T) — Special, elaborate instructions on specific topics of one-hour
duration
Practical (P) — Laboratory or field exercises in which the student has to do
experiments or other practical work of two-hour duration.

Any semester will have at least 90 working days, i.e., about 13 weeks of teaching. Each
week will have 40 working hours spread over 6 days.
